e Students will be provided with a uniform list. Uniform can only be purchased at the school and is
compulsory. A stationery list will be provided. These can be purchased from any book shop.
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ONCE A STUDENT STARTS AT SOUTH WELLINGTON INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL
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e If the student is not going to be at school, the homestay caregiver is expected to notify the school.
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e  If the student is late for school they must report to the office and sign the ‘late book’.
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e  If the student is not in uniform a note explaining why is required.
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e When there are school or class educational visits, students are given a note to take home. Any costs for
this will be included and a signed permission slip is always required.
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e If a student feels unwell or is hurt when they are at school they are to come to the office. They will be
treated and caregiver notified if appropriate.
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e [f the student has to leave school during the day a letter from the caregiver is expected.
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e If the student loses anything while they are at school they must notify the classroom teacher. The
school will endeavour to help locate any lost/ missing property.
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e If the student needs to contact their caregiver during the day they can do so using the phone at the
reception area.
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e If something has happened to the student while in the care of their caregiver, they must tell the
principal know as soon as possible.
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
